Another busy month. POTA-Mania was well attended with several new faces, and 
band conditions were favorable. There were some great portable setups, including 
AA2SDôs rotating beams (see cover photo), with many successful activations and 
even some good DX that I experienced on 15 meters. Thanks to Greg, KC3SMW, for 
organizing and to all who came out to make it a successful event. 

The big news, as many of you already know, is that the new antennas were installed 
on the tower on July 19th. The repeater system upgrades have been in process for 
nearly three and a half years. It was so satisfying to finally see the new antennas 
hoisted up the tower and secured into place with all new hardware, new jumpers 
from the hardline, and a re-terminated hardline for our main antenna. Looking at the 
cover picture, the upper antenna is our main antenna, a 20ô Stationmaster 2 meter antenna, and the lower, 
backup antenna is a 10ô Sinclair 2 meter dipole. Both should last 15+ years, if not longer. We had the most 
perfect weather day to do the install, and everything went smoothly. In attendance to lend a hand were Bill, 
W3AOK, Steve, K3FZT, and Dick, K3ITH. The tower climbing crew, which consisted of four members, was 
just fantastic and made the smallest adjustments until we were satisfied. Still to be done in the repeater 
shack is the fine-tuning of our new duplexers, which were installed some time ago, some jumper 
replacement, and maximizing the amplifier output. Initial reports, with just the new antennas installed, 
indicate a noticeable improvement in signal strength, especially on the fringes of our coverage and in some 
of the valleys where the repeater was previously hard to hear. I certainly noticed an improvement at my 
office in Newtown, Bucks County. 

Additionally, the repeater shack has been re-stained by Bill, W3AOK, so the shelter remains protected. Also 
in the works is a remote input for Delaware County. A new SHARI PiHat VHF node is on the way. Once 
configured, weôll do the testing from my home antenna (nominally at Rt. 1 and the Blue Route), confirm 
operation, and then hopefully get it connected to one of the antennas on a tower in Delaware County. The 
hope is to improve the reception of transmissions (inputs) from the Blue Route and west. Stay tuned for 
additional progress reports.  

Lastly, we had the first annual Net Control Summit dinner meeting organized by Dave, K3DFG. It was great 
to have most of the net controls in one place where we could share ideas and operating styles. A great time 
was had by all, and we should thank and appreciate those who sit in the ñbig chairò for their time and 
commitment to our nets. Become a net control; itôs fun, keeps you familiar with your equipment, and makes 
you a better overall operator. 

Save the date! To celebrate our 75th Anniversary, we are going to have a banquet in place of our 
November General Meeting. The banquet will be held on November 9th, 2024, at the Veterans Home 
Association of Whitemarsh Valley, 493 S. Bethlehem Pike, Fort Washington, PA. More details to follow, but 
we are looking forward to an epic celebration of our club. This is the best hobby ever with unlimited 
possibilities. It is always there whether you play daily, weekly, or monthly. Weôre all busy but have our club 
to keep us together through radio. So donôt stress it and keep having fun playing radio. We play radio; thatôs 
what we do. Play, Break, Learn.
